PRESENT     All members were present.

MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING     These were read and approved.

                          Proposed: Grace     Seconded:  Rowan  -   Passed unanimously.

NEW MATTERS     The Chair informed the Council that Mrs Pattinson would like the members to

                                  discuss the subject of bullying. Mr Humphrey explained that the discussion would

                                   be based on trying to answer five questions.
                               1. What are the different types of bullying?   Jake, Amber and Rowan quickly                                     
                                    identified three types of bullying; cyber (using the internet), physical and verbal.

                               2.  What is NOT bullying?   Grace suggested it is when something  happens only 

                                     once. Edward said it might be teasing, intended to be fun and not wishing to be

                                     horrible.  Jake thought it might be a case of two friends falling out because                              
                                    one of them has been upset by mistake. Mr Humphrey explained that learning to

                                    sort out disagreements is an important part of growing up and sometimes you 

                                    have to agree to disagree without falling out.

                             3.   When does being horrible to somebody become bullying?   Rowan said it would 
                                    become bullying if it keeps happening. Leo suggested it might when somebody

                                    keeps following you. Grace pointed out that sometimes there can be no doubt
                                    and it is obviously bullying; for example when the bully is much bigger than the

                                    person being bullied. Ameer said the same would apply if there was a big  

                                   difference in age. Rowan  pointed out that sometimes a bully will threaten

                                   somebody or even try to get them into trouble by making them do something they

                                   know is wrong.

4. What should you do if you think  somebody else or you are being bullied?
Rowan said you should tell somebody such as your teacher. Leo had a problem

with this because his teacher has said that too many people are telling tales about

each other. Mr Humphrey explained that reporting bullying is not the same as telling tales. If you are not sure that what you have seen is bullying, or if you

do not want to be accused of telling tales you can always ask your teacher for advice without actually mentioning any names. Jake suggested that if somebody

says something horrible to you and you are not particularly bothered by it, just walk away. Grace thought it would be a good idea to ask your friends for support.               

5. What can School Coucil do to help prevent bullying?   Grace proposed that we could talk to the whole school in assembly. Rowan suggested that this could be a 

power point presentation. Jake said we could look out for any sign of bullying and report it. Jacob suggested having an anti bullying week. Edward said we could make posters  Grace proposed that the whole school could have a poster competition. Leo did not agree with this and Rowan called for a vote.
